Fellow Workers, Faithful Friends 4:7-14

Paul’s ministry team came from differing cultural and personal backgrounds, yet worked
together as one body, with Christ as the head, to strengthen the church in Colossae.

Tychicus and Onesimus served humbly as Paul’s messengers.

Aristarchus traveled with Paul through Rome, Jerusalem, and Ephesus. As a loyal and courageous
team member, Paul called him “fellow prisoner.”

Mark had parted ways with Paul but through forgiveness and returned as Paul’s
faithful coworker.

Out of his deep love and concern for believers in Colossae, Epaphras prayed earnestly they would
stand firm in their faith.

As a “beloved physician,” Luke cared for the physical and spiritual needs of Paul’s ministry team.

Final Greetings 4:15-18

The public reading of the letter to the church in Laodicea and in the house of Nympha sought
to believers in their faith.

The body of believers in Colossae shared the responsibility in helping Archippus stay fully
devoted to his ministry.

Paul reminded the Colossians to persevere in prayer because he needed their support.

Christ in the way we live and work together.

and affirm each member’s contribution to the body of Christ.

And there arose a sharp disagreement, so that
they separated from each other. Barnabas took Mark with him and sailed away to Cyprus, but Paul
chose Silas and departed, having been commended by the brothers to the grace of the Lord. And he
went through Syria and Cilicia, strengthening the churches.
