Paul viewed his hardships as a participation in the aftlictions of his Savior.

Use your suffering as an to continue your mission.

Recognize suffering is only an enemy if you let it conquer your faith.

Choose to have an perspective on your earthly circumstances.

A SERVANT OF GOD IS A MENTOR 1:25b — 29

Paul taught the gospel’s fulfillment in Christ alone and its impact for all nations.

The Gentiles learned the glories of Christ and their inclusion in His redemptive plan.

Paul partnered evangelism with discipleship in his mission to mature the church.

All Paul strove to accomplish for Christ’s sake was enabled by Christ’s strength.
Thank God for those who made the word of God fully known to you.

Ask God to lead you to someone who you can present in Christ.

A SERVANT OF GOD IS A MINISTER 2:1-5

Paul encouraged the church with his heartfelt love for each of them.

Paul desired the church to be unified in love and a deepening faith in Jesus Christ.

To strengthen the church members, Paul alerted them to the risk of spiritual deception.
Though Paul was not with them, he celebrated the discipline and faith of the church.

Seek out ways you can be a sacrificial in the church.

Adopt the disciplines that will keep you from believing persuasive falsehoods.

Look for ways to the spiritual victories in each other’s lives.
