 Following the Path of Worldly Wisdom     vs. 1-2 

Solomon takes an Egyptian bride, revealing his elevated social and political status but violating God’s 

command to not intermarry with foreign women. 

He was politically motivated to secure a peace treaty with Egypt through his marriage to the Pharoah’s 

daughter. 

Before the building of the Temple, the Israelites offered sacrifices to the Lord on surrounding hilltops 

following the pagan traditions.

Solomon acknowledges his lack of leadership experience and the enormity of his role as king of Israel.  

He shows his humble spirit, his concern for God’s people, and his desire to give God glory with his request 

for God-given wisdom. 

God displays His pleasure with Solomon’s answer by granting his request for a wise and discerning heart 

and blessing him with incomparable wealth, fame, honor, and a long life. 

To secure these blessings Solomon must follow David’s example of obeying God’s commands and statutes.

Walking the Path of Godly Wisdom      vs. 16-28

Moabite, Ammonite, Edomite, Sidonian, and Hittite women, from the nations concerning which the Lord 
had said to the people of Israel, “You shall not enter into marriage with them, neither shall they with you, 
for surely they will turn away your heart after their gods.”
